Shtetl Berlin grew organically from an informal klezmer jam session in a
Neukölln bar in 2012. By the second session, over 100 people were playing,
singing and dancing. 

In 2016, this grassroots energy became our first festival. By 2022, we
formalized as a registered nonprofit (gemeinnützig) and launched multiple
projects to foster Jewish cultural life and combat Antisemitism. We are
Berlin’s only organization & festival devoted to klezmer music and Yiddish
Culture. 

We remain artist-led—our directors are active members of the local Jewish
community & among Europe's most highly regarded klezmer musicians,
experienced in using limited resources to maximum effect. This keeps us
nimble, responsive to community needs, and committed to quality work and
fair artist compensation.

Raised in Riga, Latvia she has performed with Yale's Fortunoff Archive of Holocaust Testimonies,
collaborated on theatrical productions, and is a highly sought-after teacher of all aspects of Yiddish song, known
for her captivating performances and thorough research of the musical culture.

Patrick Farrell, Treasurer An acclaimed accordionist, composer, and educator who’s extensive performance
credits include work with Yo-Yo Ma and the Silk Road Ensemble, Yiddish Art Trio, and Frank London's Klezmer
Brass All-Stars, as well as composing for dance and theater including the Tony Award-winning production of
Indecent. Patrick built an international reputation in both the traditional klezmer and avant garde musical worlds
in his previous hometowns of New York and New Orleans.
